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THE ROAD OF DECISION
God‛s Way or Satan‛s Way

How to use in brief:

 When we are born into this world we are born with an “Old Sin Nature.”  We want to do wrong.  
No one has to teach us to do bad things, we just do them naturally.  Like a fi sh is born wanting to swim, 
so all people are born wanting to do wrong.  God’s Word says in Romans 3:23, “All have sinned (done 
wrong) and come short of the glory of God.”  All people are like that.  God says we — lie, cheat, want our 
own way, fi ght, steal, and much more.
 From the moment you realize you do wrong things, you are what the Bible calls “lost.”  (Place 
fi gure on Broad road or Satan’s Way)  You are going away from God.  You are going down a road in life 
called “Satan’s Way,” that will end in an awful place of punishment called “Hell.”  By the way, all people 
are on this road unless Jesus lives in them. In Matthew 7 : 13,14 it says “ Enter by the narrow gate; for wide 
is the gate and broad is the way that leads to destruction, and there are many who go in by it. “Because 
narrow is the gate and diffi cult is the way which leads to life, and there are few who fi nd it”.
 God made a way for all people to get off Satan’s Road and get on His road.  He sent His only 
Son Jesus to die for your sins, for my sins.  (Place cross at the beginning of God’s Road.)  Jesus shed His 
precious blood to pay for all the wrong things we have done.  He died, but He arose from the grave in 3 
days, and He lives today!  He wants to know you.  He wants to give you life that will never end.
 Your “Eternal Life” will begin the moment you invite Jesus into your life.  When you ask Him into 
your heart, He will forgive all the wrong things you have done.  It doesn’t matter how bad they may have 
been.  Then, boys and girls, you will get off Satan’s Road and onto God’s Road which ends in everlasting 
life.  Life to know Him and live with Him in this life.  Life to live with Him some day in Heaven.  (Place 
fi gure on God’s Road or Narrow Road)

you have invited Jesus into your heart, and asked Him to forgive your sins, you are not!  Don’t be fooled.

(Proverbs 16:25)  The Bible also says, “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life; no man 
cometh unto the Father (Heaven) but by me.”  (John 14:6)

2 ROADS

(Flannel graph Lesson)
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Enlarge each drawing to fi t on 8 1/2” x 11” (216 
x 279mm) paper. Trace the pattern on medium 
weight *pellon using waterproof black marker.  
Color using waterproof markers, chalk or 
crayons. (If chalk is used, spray with hairspray to 
set color.  If crayons are used, use wax paper and 
warm iron to set wax.)  Cut out.  You may want to 
write the word HEAVEN in your own language.

Enlarge each drawing to fi t on 8 1/2” x 11” (216 
x 279mm) paper. Trace the pattern on medium 
weight *pellon using waterproof black marker.  
Color using waterproof markers, chalk or 
crayons. (If chalk is used, spray with hairspray 
to set color.  If crayons are used, use wax paper 
and warm iron to set wax.)  Cut out.  You may 
want to write the word HELL in your own 
language.

HELLHELL

Trace on light beige, tan or brown felt and cut 
out.

Trace on red felt and cut out.

Cut out 2 different size roads on black or dark 
brown felt.  The narrow road should be 2” x 24” 
(50 x 609mm).  The broad road should be 4” X 
24” (102 x 609mm).
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
